Dale Carnegie wrote How to Win Friends and Influence People, a self-

help book for improving your professional and personal life, in 1936. It was

one of the first and probably the best of these self-help books. Over 30

million copies have been sold worldwide. Its life lessons on the importance of

being honest and making connections with others are as true and useful

today as they were back then. Carnegie’s message is simple yet thoughtful:

you can become successful and happy by focusing on other people’s success

and happiness. Here are more lessons from Dale Carnegie.

Find joy in everything you do: “People rarely succeed（ ② ） they

have fun in what they are doing.” No matter what you are doing, whether it

is succeeding in college, advancing in your career, or anything else, you

must find（ ③ ）in it. If you enjoy yourself, work becomes play. After all,

how can you expect to do well if you hate what you do?

④
View things from their perspective: “There is only one way to get

anybody to do anything, and that is by making the other person want to do

it.” People are interested in what they want, not what you want. To

persuade others, try to view things from their perspective and figure out

how to make them want to do what you need. This will help you better

understand how you can get that person to help you.

Acknowledge when you are mistaken: “When you are wrong, admit it

quickly and clearly.” Everyone makes mistakes. So, when you make one,

admit it right away. People will think you are honest and will be kinder to

you, and more likely to forgive you. After making a mistake,（ ⑤ ）.

Never criticize others: “The only way to get the best of an argument
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is to avoid it.” Avoid criticizing or pointing out others’ mistakes. Engaging in

arguments is harmful because even if you come out as the winner, you

ultimately lose by hurting the other person’s pride, and he or she will

dislike you for it. To change someone’s opinion, be gentle. Try saying, “I

could be wrong, and often am, but here are some of the facts....”

Take that chance: “All life is a chance. The man who goes farthest is

generally the one who is willing to do and dare.” Most people take the

ordinary, easy, and safe route.

This is likely to lead to an ordinary life. The

only way to get to the top is to take that chance, to push yourself and see

how far you can go. Set ambitious goals. The greatest discoveries, creations,

and inventions were made by people who （ ⑧ ） when everyone else

thought it would fail.

Persist: “Develop success from failures; disappointment and failure are

two of the surest routes to success.” Success doesn’t happen overnight. It

requires taking risks and accepting the possibility of failure. Those who have

achieved great success have encountered failure multiple times, but instead

of giving up, they have analyzed their mistakes, learned from them, made

improvements, and persisted. Success often comes after consistent practice

and learning from failures. Therefore, how you persist is vital. Never give

up. Many of the world’s most important things were made when people had

a dream,（ ⑩ ）at first had failed. Despite experiencing disappointment,

they learned valuable lessons from their failure and used them to improve

their performance. Through this process of learning, an ordinary individual

has the potential to turn into an outstanding one, ultimately reaching their

best possible self.

Become truly interested in others: “

You can make more friends in two

months by becoming interested in other people than you can in two years by

trying to get other people interested in you.” To be a better friend, be truly

interested in what the other person enjoys. It will make you more

interesting to that person.（ ⑫ ）

（ ⑬ ）: “If you want to be enthusiastic, act enthusiastic.” By

embracing enthusiasm, excitement, and happiness towards something you

believe in, you have the power to embrace those same qualities. Your

positive energy will not only influence those around you but also draw them

closer to you. Even if you are not entirely confident, simply acting confident

will have a positive influence on others, thus making you more confident. It

is not as hard as you think. Try acting like an enthusiastic actor from a

television show or movie you have enjoyed and observe how it impacts your

mood and behavior.

Smile and address the individual’s name: A simple thing that can

make a good impression and greatly influence others is to just smile. It

creates an inviting and relaxing atmosphere, instantly putting others at ease.

A smile has the power to raise people’s moods and make them feel

welcomed. As Carnegie put it: “There is no sweeter sound to one’s ear than

the sound of his name.” Using another person’s name is like an expression

of praise to that person. So, whenever you meet someone, use his or her

name.

Global warming is not a myth. It is an extraordinary and very serious

problem. Some people might say it is too late to do anything about it, but

that is a myth. It is a massive challenge, but we have the knowledge and

tools to work on it. First, we have to acknowledge the problem. Then, if we

use technology and what we know in a smart way, we can reduce the harm

from global warming and make our planet healthier for the future.

One way to help manage global warming is using renewable energy.

This means getting power from the sun and wind. These methods are

becoming cheaper and better. They are already changing how we get our

power, and that is reducing our use of fossil fuels and the amount of carbon

dioxide (CO2) produced.

Another hopeful prospect is a technology called carbon capture and

storage (CCS). This technology takes the harmful carbon dioxide gas from

power plants and factories before it is released into the air. The carbon

dioxide that is captured can then be stored or used in different ways. We

are still in the initial stages of learning about this technology, but the first

results are hopeful.

Farming also adds to global warming, but there are new alternative

ways of farming that are less harmful. For example, a type of farming called

precision farming makes use of advanced tools like GPS and data analysis to

use resources well, reduce harmful gas emissions, and grow more crops.

Agroforestry, which is a mix of growing trees and crops, helps to take in

carbon and supports many kinds of life. These ways show us how we can

use technology to create a food system that is good for the environment and

fights global warming.

It is also important to take care of and fix natural areas to fight

global warming. Planting more trees and fixing damaged land can take
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carbon dioxide from the air. Protecting wetlands and coral reefs* can also

help slow down the problem of floods caused by rising sea levels.

While our current ways of fighting global warming are helpful,

scientists are exploring even more amazing solutions. One idea is to pull

carbon dioxide right out of the air. This technology is still new, but in

theory, it could greatly reduce the amount of carbon dioxide in our air.

Other solutions involve making future improvements in storing energy, like

new kinds of batteries. This could make renewable energy sources even more

reliable.

To win the fight against global warming, we need to use technology

and science, and take strong actions. The progress we have made in

renewable energy, carbon capture and storage, and farming that is good for

the environment, gives us hope. If we accept these current strategies and

invest in future ones, we can fight global warming effectively.

It is not just about technology and science. It is also about people.

Some people dispute how serious global warming is. But more and more

people are starting to acknowledge that it is a real problem. Those who

support the idea of improving the health of our planet see a brighter future.

We are not prisoners of the current situation we can change the future.

Let’s all rise to the challenge, knowing we have the tools to make a better

tomorrow.
