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+ By making unnecessary products, we might be destroying the planet. How did different (Dphilosophies and
religions deal with this problem over the centuries? In ancient religions, people performéd (@) ) and offerings
to the gods to atone for their sins and guilt. In smaller tribal villages in the East Africa, there often were chiefs
who decided what should be done when crimes were committed. Often times this would involve paying the @injured party
in sheep or cows since the only valuable possessions were animals.

In wealthy countries, people have a lot of resources. But politicians and big business are often obsessed with
perpetual growth. Capitalism is untenable in the long-run because the earth’ s resources are finite. At some point,

governments are going to enforce restrictions on big business since raw materials will be depleted. The SDGs are a set

of goals proposed by the United Nations to cope with these issues.
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
