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In this talk, Dr. Mickan plans to examine disciplinary knowledge
and the composition of knowledge with language as texts. As
students studying nursing learn technical language to be nurses,
disciplines or subjects are cultural expressions of knowledge for
peoples’ participation in social practices of specialist
communities in society. Using documentation of curriculum in
schools and higher education, Dr. Mickan will introduce the
functional linguistic analysis of disciplinary knowledge.
